seamlessly and that they are compacted
evenly into each available pallet space.

Once fully loaded, the driver then operates a
control box located at the lower rear end of
the trailer which activates the walls located
inside the curtains which are automatically
moved inwards to compress and lock the
pallets into their space, making it virtually
impossible for the pallets of glass to collapse.
The outside walls also act as the load restraint
for sideways movement and their height
extends from the floor to just below the roof, to
accommodate full height pallets.

The operators involved in the trial have
praised the fact that, apart from loading and
unloading the pallets on the dock or
conveying belt, there is no other requirement
for a forklift. Almost any driver or distribution
centre personnel can be easily trained to use
the controls to load and unload the pallets.
Mark Kelly also praised the efficiency of the
whole process with the trailer being loaded to
maximum trailer height and length in under 5
minutes.
